New books at the Arden Library 

We have some wonderful new reads for you on these cold winter days. Stop in on Sunday afternoons between 

2:30 and 4 p.m., Wednesday evening between 7:30 and 9 p.m., Thursday afternoon between 3 and 4:40 p.m. 

and Saturday evening after every regularly scheduled Arden Club dinner. 

New Books for adults: 

Island Beach - A Sonnet in the Sands, by Gordon Hesse. Island Beach is the barrier island state park that 

borders the Atlantic Ocean and Barnegat Bay at the central Jersey Shore. It preserves almost ten miles of New 

Jerseyôs coastline in its natural state before human development. The parkôs beauty is unsurpassed, and it has 

been aptly called ñthe crown jewel of the Jersey Shore.ò Written by Arden author Gordon Hesse, it tells the 

story of the park from the time before Europeans arrived to present day, including: the parkôs plant and animal 

life as well as its history; the creation of the U.S. Life-Saving Service; the creation of a Marine Conservation 

Zone, historic storms, and the evolution of the park today.Throughout the book are more than 385 exquisite 

photographs. These stunning images capture every aspect of the park in all four seasons, from the dunes and 

maritime forests, to the beaches, to the parkôs historic and current buildings, and to the sportsmenôs shacks, 

past and present. Numerous historic photographs reveal the ultimate view into the parkôs past as well. 

 

The Forbidden Garden: A Novel, by Ellen Herrick. Herrick follows up The Sparrow Sisters 

with another lush gardening tale. This isn't necessarily a sequel, but Sorrel Sparrow moves on 

from that previous novel in this new work. The Kirkland Hall estate in England is a vast 

property (a mini Downton Abbey) with one black mark upon its grounds. The Shakespeare 

garden is cursed, and any family member who tries to improve its bleak state is harmed in 

some way. The lord of the estate, Graham Kirkland, hears of Sorrel's magic-touch gardening 

skills and lures her from her New England home to restore the garden. Since she is no relation 

to the family, he assumes she will not be affected by the curse. But -Graham's brother-in-law, 

the broody Andrew, is thrown into the mix. He's at a turning point in his life and is staying at 

Kirkland Hall to evaluate his future options. As Sorrel works wonders in the garden, the tender bud of a 

romance begins. As the curse is researched, secrets of the family's past emerge. In the spirit of the film 

Practical Magic, based on the novel by Alice Hoffman, mixed with a mesmerizing gardening book, this 

enchanted, romantic story will be savored by even amateur horticulturists. 

 

The Midnight Line: A Jack Reacher Novel, by Lee Child. The softer side of Jack Reacher? 

Huh? Well, everythingôs relative, but this time out Reacher does far less head-butting than 

usual, and the action is scaled down several notches, too. It starts with the former MP turned 

off-the-grid wanderer strolling through a Wisconsin town comfort break on his bus to nowhere, 

when he spots a ring in a pawn-shop window. Not just any ring but a West Point class ring. 

West Pointers donôt pawn class rings, so, naturally, Reacher wants to find out what happened. 

His attempts to trace the ring land him in the middle of an elaborate opioid-distribution 

operation originating in, of all places, a laundromat in South Dakota. Reacher tracks the ringôs 

owner with relative ease, but thatôs where the trouble starts. Not so much with bad guys 

(though there are some of those), but with an army major desperately in need of help. Showing his sensitive 

side and his usual shrewd ability to figure stuff out, Reacher proves to be the man for the job. Not your usual 

Reacher fare ï God help us, we crave more head-banging ï but a very good, multifaceted novel about dealing 

with the unthinkable. 

 

For young adults: 

Sparkers, by Eleanor Glewwe. The kingdom of Ashara is ruled by the magical kasiri, even though the majority 

of the populace are poor, nonmagical halani. Halani, like 14-year-old Marah and her family, suffer with second

-rate schools and low-paying jobs. But, when illness breaks out in the kingdom, it leaves both 

groups mourning their dead. Joined by a love for books and languages, Marah befriends 

Azariah, and together they race against time to decipher an ancient text that could heal all the 

sickness that pervades the land. The fantasy setting makes it easier to address the realities that 

undergird this story: human suffering, social inequality, and power-hungry political leaders. 

Strong, believable characters and an important message compensate for a story line that sags 

at times. Middle-school novels rarely address social injustice so clearly, and this first novel 

does so in a way that empowers young people to think of ways to make a difference. 

 

Wildings, by Eleanor Glewwe. Segregation laws separate magical and non-magical people. 

"Wildings" in Rivka's world. This injustice hits home when her twin brother fails the test for 

magic and is sent away. Yearning to be reunited with Arik, Rivka becomes a voice for 

children oppressed by the prejudice of adults. Glewwe's magical fantasy, a companion to 

Sparkers, celebrates the potential for young people to lead social change.
